This past month, | attended a Mental Health Intervention Training
Course. The purpose of the course was to teach officers about the
various aspects of mental illness. Some ofthe topics included the
symptoms of psychological disorders, treatment options fo r the
mentally ill, and resources available to them. | found this training not
only educational, but also very enlightening.

| was surprised to learn that 1 in 4 people suffer from a diagnosable
mental disorder. Statistically speaking, we all likely know s omeone
that is mental ill, and we are even more likely not to know how to
help them. A big misconception about mental illness is that the police
can just take someone to the hospital and force them into treatment.
When officers respond to these types of cdls, one of our objectives is
to determine if the individual meets the criteria to be taken for a
mental evaluation. The criteria requires officers to determine if the
individual suffering from mental iliness is a threat to himself, others,
or is gravely disabled. The next step is to notify our Mental
Evaluation Unit (MEU). Officers from MEU, if available, will respond
with a psychologist who will then interview the subject and

ultimately find the appropriate resource(s) to help the subject through
their crisis. It is important to note that the LAPD truly strives to help
those in need. We understand that family members are strongly
affected by the complexity of these illnesses and many times will
resort to the LAPD for help in desperation.

Hello South Reseda! For the month of April we experienced 6
burglaries compared to the 13 from last month, and 19 Burglary Theft
from Motor Vehicles compared to 20 last month. There were three
more victims of Grand Theft Auto for this month, but there was about
a 4% decrease in crime in general. Therdias beenan uptick of
catalytic converters being stolen, especially from Toyota Prius models.
Here are some tips to help reduce your chances of being a victim:

1 Always park in a well -lit, high traffic area
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frame by welding in some pieces of hardened steel

1 There are several catalytic converter theft deterrent systems
available through your local auto parts store or online
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Identification Number (VIN) on to your catalytic converter to
make it traceable (factory parts are marked only with the
general part number)

1 Always watch for suspicious -looking people near parked
vehicles. Any parked vehicle could be a potential target, but
be especially mindful in areas where vehicles are left
unattended for longer periods of time. Bus stations, train
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areas.

1 Report a crime by contacting your local law enforcement at
1-877-ASK-LAPD or 911.
